Scout Anniversary Week 2005

The twelfth point of the Scout Law is “A Scout is Reverent”.

The first week of February is referred to as Scouting Anniversary Week. It is to commemorate the founding of the Boy Scouts of America and the issuance of our National Charter from the U.S. Congress in 1910.  This year we celebrate the 95th Anniversary of Scouting.

The Boy Scouts of America designates the Sunday that falls before February 8 (Scouting Anniversary Day) as Scout Sunday, which is the primary date to recognize the contributions of young people and adults to Scouting.  The Saturday following the first Sunday is Scout Sabbath or Shabat.  

For 2005, February 6 is designated as Scout Sunday and Saturday, February 12 is designated as Scout Sabbath.  The United Methodist Church celebrates Scout Sunday on the 2nd Sunday in February, which in 2005 is on February 13.

This year, for Scouting Anniversary Week, our District is requesting that all units advise us of their plans for Scouting Anniversary Week and Scout Sunday.  These plans will be shared with the units attending the January 2005 Round Table, posted on our District Web Site and will be provided to our local newspapers as part of a write-up that we hope would be published about Scouting Anniversary Week.

Please provide us with a concise, short (in the range of 100 words) description of what your unit plans to do to celebrate this special week, so that if someone wishes to attend your celebration they will know the when, where and what.  Also include your unit number and the unit sponsor. Please send by email to: cms@nc.rr.com with Ref line Scout Sunday.

Our District is in the process of designing a special ribbon to award to units that participated in a Scouting Anniversary Week event.  The ribbon would be awarded to those units that turn in a summary of what activities they held.  The summary would be turned in at the February 2005 Round Table. (see back of this page for form) Units not able to do their own celebration can choose to participate at other units’ events and, in doing so, would also qualify for the recognition ribbon.  Participation at multiple celebrations is encouraged.  It is the Districts intention to make this an annual recognition.

Our Council Scout Shop offers a new “A Scout is Reverent” patch every year that can be purchased and used within the units to recognize the Scouts participating in Scout Sunday activities.
